School Age Room:  Hours: Monday–Thursday 5pm- 9pm, ages 7-11; during the school year.
Sign-in Sheet:
All parents MUST sign their child(ren) in and place a name tag on their back.  Please indicate on the sign-in sheet if your child has any food allergies or any special needs and what area of the building you will be using in case we need to find you.  If you will be on the outdoor track, you must leave a cell phone number.  The person dropping off the child needs to be the same person picking up the child.  If another person is picking up your child you need to write the name of the person in the “Remarks” area.  They will need to show proper ID for us to release your child.  Also, please listen to announcements.  If your child is visibly upset or is crying for a continuous 10 minutes or any other circumstances occur, KidZone will page you over the intercom.  Please come immediately for your child, crying children tend to set off a chain reaction.  There will be no admittance to KidZone 15 minutes prior to close.
Food & Drinks:
 You may send a snack with your child. Food is only permitted in the toddler room during the morning hours.  Please limit snacks to: dry cereal, goldfish, pretzels, or plain crackers.  Due to allergies, peanut or milk products cannot be brought in the room!  If you are sending a drink (water or juice, NO JUICE BOXES, please) with your child, it must be in a sippy cup or some sort of cup with a spill proof lid.  Always remember all snacks and drinks MUST be labeled.
Diaper Changes:   Diaper Changes will only be done for children under the age of three.  
Sickness Policy:  Healthy members are important to all of us, so please do not bring your child if he/she is sick.  This is very important since there are staff and other small children in close quarters.  YMCA defines sick as having a fever, vomiting, diarrhea, continuous cough, unexplained rash or any other illness in the previous 24 hours.  Also considered ill is a person with nasal discharge other than clear.  Anyone exposed to ANY communicable disease is considered sick until they are through the incubation period.  It is expected that you will use you best judgment when determining whether it is appropriate to attend the KidZone facility.  The staff of the YMCA reserves the right to ask the parent of an ill/sick child to removed child from KidZone. 
Fire Alarm:  In the event of a fire, please DO NOT attempt to pick up your child.  Children will be escorted out of the building by staff.  Exit the building and then you can meet your child outside near the outdoor pool entrance.
